Youth Division 

1. Open to all youth of Van Zandt County, home school students or youth who are 

participating members of a Van Zandt County Youth Organization.  Any youth from Mabank 

School District must be a resident of Van Zandt County or participating in a Van Zandt 

County Youth Organization.   

2. Age Divisions:  Up to 8 years—Pee Wee 

                                9 to 13 years—Junior 

                                14 to 19 years—Senior 

3. Juniors and Seniors are eligible to receive a Blue Ribbon for first; Red Ribbon for second; 

and White Ribbon for third.  Youth under the age of 8 (Pee Wee’s) will be eligible to receive 

a ribbon or participation award for all entries. 

4. Entries are to be submitted Monday, April 12th, from 5 p.m. to 8 p.m. and/or on Tuesday 

April 13th, from 8 a.m. to 10 a.m. in the Free State Building (brown building).    
5. Judging will start at noon Tuesda y, April 13, 2010.  Judging will be closed to the public.   

6. A “Best of Fair” will be selected in each division. The “Best of Fair” is selected from all blue 

ribbon winners in the junior and senior age categories. 

7. All items will be entered at owner’s own risk. Watchmen will be located at the exhibit site 

during business hours, if volunteers are available.  All attempts to monitor the exhibits will 

be taken.  Volunteers are requested and need to contact the Extension office before April 1
st
 

at 903-567-4149 to sign up to watch the buildings and protect the entries.   

8.   All projects must have been done or completed since the 2009 fair. 

9.   All entries must be labeled with name, phone number, and age of exhibitor.  (please use entry 

      tags provided at end of these rules/guidelines or at the fair.) 

10. Division Superintendents have final right to make decisions on where items are   

      placed in classes. 

11. Classes can be added at the discretion of the Division Superintendent if three or more 

      entries are received. 

12. Exhibit items not receiving BEST of Fair ribbons must be removed on Friday, between 8 

      a.m. and noon.  All best of fair ribbon receivers will have pictures taken on Saturday at          

     2:00 p.m.  Best of Fair entries can be picked up after 3:00 p.m. on Saturday or on Monday 

     between 9 a.m. and noon.  Any entries not picked up will be discarded.   

13. The Van Zandt County Fair Association and Texas AgriLife Extension Service take no 

      responsibility for any lost or misplaced items. 

14. It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to check back to see if they placed Best of Fair.    

      (no phone calls will be made about placing or Best of Fair pictures)
