1. Refer to all general rules.

2. Entry fee is $20.00 per head and due at validation.

3. All breeding swine will have to give market ear tag # or notches on validation
at Van Zandt County Fairgrounds.

4. Breeding swine can be brought in with market animals however they will be
stalled in a different barn unless they are also entered in market show.

5. Weights will be used from market weight-in to break classes.

6. The breeding show will be held Thursday, April 15t, 2010 following the
market show.

7. All breeds will show together.

8. Only gilts will be allowed to show.

9. No garbage fed hogs are allowed on show grounds.

10. Hogs will bed on shavings only. There will be no hay or carpet in pens.

11. Exhibitors are responsible for their exhibits during the entire show

12. No clipping or fitting of gilts on fairgrounds. Exceptions will be left to the
superintendent’s discretion. No oils allowed — WATER ONLY.

13. All breeding swine must be removed from fairgrounds by noon on Friday,
April 16 2010; unless they are in the junior market sale.

14. The judges’ decision is final.

15. All entry applications must be in or postmarked by Saturday, April 10, 2010.
